Course Description for Math0342: Math0342 is to be taken concurrently with MATH 1342. Background topics 
which are necessary for a student to successfully complete MATH 1342 will be covered, with an emphasis on 
integers, percentages, graphing, fractions, and exponents.  
  
Course Description for Math1342: Collection, analysis, presentation and interpretation of data, and probability. 
Analysis includes descriptive statistics, correlation and regression, confidence intervals and hypothesis testing.  
  
Prerequisite: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIA1, minimum score of 950 on the TSIA2, a diagnostic score of 6 
on the TSIA2, TSI-exempt status, a successful completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better in MATH 0337, or 
successful completion of NCBM-0112.
